What is summer SALT?

Summer SALT is our summer leadership and discipleship program open to all incoming
middle school students (6"-8"). The program runs from June 7" — August 26". The
expectation is that students are present for as many services and events as they are able.
We know that summer is a busy time full of activities and vacations. Because of this,
summer SALT is desighed to be flexible. You will get out of it what you put into it! You can
come to as much or as little as you need to. It is designed to help middle school students
grow as servant leaders and deepen their relationship with Jesus.

Weekends: Students should come as much as they are able to. (If a studentis unable to
come at least once a month, they will be ineligible for Summer SALT)
e Sunday: SALT is from 8:00am-1:00pm

Wednesdays: Students should come as much as they are able to. Dinner will be provided
and we will conduct a devotional.

e 5:30pm-8:45pm (students stay 15 minutes past 8:30 to help clean up)
e From August 12" — 26" the time will shift to 4:00pm-8:45pm.

Summer SALT application process:
This year, some students will be rejected from the summer SALT program. We will
determine eligibility based on two things:
1. Ifthe studentis a returning SALT student, we will determine their acceptance
based on the student’s performance from the 2025/2026 school year.



2. Ifthe student is new to the SALT leadership program, they will be contacted for an
interview with the middle school Pastors Jared and Rachel. Their acceptance will be
based on the interview and their reputation as a student at GBMS.
